Gets New System

Oakland County Comrmunity
College, which Is opening a
branch in Farmington in 1966,

fi. [ hes adopted a new system of

education, based on a system
being experimented with at
Purdue University. Under this
system, students will epend
only & small part of their time
in formal classes. Most of their
time will be spent in private
study—coming . as close as pos-
sible to having a private tutor.

Students will get one for-
mal lecture 2 week, in each
of their subjects, They will
spend. the rest of thelr time
In study booths belng gulded
by tutors. They will receive
2 written or oral examina-
tlon at the end of each week,

The amount of time a stu-

dent spends on a feular
subject will therefore - depend
on his aptitude and desire.

By programming the learning
process, it is hoped that the
need for cramming will be
eliminated.

Students will spend only
about four of five hours a week
in formal classroom situations,
as opposed to 17 howrs in a
conventional college.

Their individual time wilt
be spent in study booths. These

ths are called carrels, and
are equipped with tape record-
ers, slide projectors, and film
clips. They will remain open
daily, from 8 a.n. to midnight.

In addition, there will be
small conference rooms avail-
able for seminars,
