Some of the patterns are
new, some are reproductions
of older patterns unavalable
for many years, and some of
the most exciting creatlons
are’ adapiations of patterns
taken from china, embrol-
deries, and the like,

In colors, the range favors
earth tones and sunset shades
but also includes clear pastels,
which have begn out of the
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running in recent years.

The house with the country
look usually features.area rugs
set against burnished
floors in living areas snd/bed-
rooms.

For enirance halls and
kitchens, the flooring may be
quarry tile or brick rather

than steek vinyls. Brick and
tile also may be found on
some countertops Jn_ the
kitchen, as backsplashes In
bath and kitchen, or as an
accent wall. -

Wood walls are an essential
in the home with the country
air. For paneling, wide planks
are specified and, again, addi-
tional pattern Is seen.

Knotly grades of ponderosa
pine and sugar pine are popu-
lar. Boards of flat grain west-
ern hemlock and Douglas fir
also fqualify for the warm,
friendly country look.

Cleax finishes that capture
the wood's: true coloring re-
main the most popular, espe-
cially when lacquers and
plastic” varnishes that Impart
& hand-rubbed look are used.

In dens and family rooms,
when the earth colors show to
special advantage, lumber pan-
eling may be finished] with
stain to darken natural |color-
ing to nutmeg or butfergut.

Furniture Is Iikely to be dis-
parate, with no attempt made
to match an entire suite of one
styling and a single manufac-
turer. N

Victorian marble topped com-
modes may combine with Italian
tables, Spanish chests, Danish
chairs, .and American Federal
pieces to give that delightful
feeling of family, heritage and
comfort that is the very watch-
word of the country look.

Scratched Wall?
Scratched your wood panel-
ing? It can happen, but don't
despair. Just use a dab of.fur-
niture polish stain applied with
a bit of soft rag. Choose the
blond polish for light colored
woods like hemlock and pine,
the dark polish for westetn red
cedar, Rub the polish stain in,

then immediately wipe off. Re-
peat until color is matched.
