This was Jolin Roy Carlson's
impression of Russell Roberts
in 1843, when Roberts was the
mastermind behind the National

Workers League, The NWL was
deseribed by Carlson as “not the
largest.”

ual,” which Roberts gave us, and
which he said representéd his
views 100 per cent. On page
four, the Aanual asks: “Why do
we advocate gas chambers for

Tfs answer: “The exfent of
traitorous conspiracy requires
a large scale method of exect-
tion.
