Howeyer,| most umpires generally
call timeout and order the player to get on a protector.

12—If a hatter slams the ball off the pitching rub-
ber and the ball rolls across the foul line betweén the
plalt}e and first, or the p[ate and third . . . it is A FOUL

13—When a grounder stnkes an infielder between
bases, the runner is automatically out. The batter is
credited with a single and no other runners may adyance,
unless they must to permit the batter-runner toireach
first.
14—1In high sehool and sandlut games, the grmmd
rules usually vary, but according fo the official base-
ball rules, if there is a runner on second and the bat-
ter hits to the shortstop, the runner from second: may
score if the shortstop tosses.the ball into the stands.
This holds true, even if the runner hasn’t Ieft second.
15—A fair-hit ball which bounces over anyifence
restricts the batter to TWO BASES.
There are more rules which we might firg out,
but for the moment, study the above and remember
them at any ball game you see.
