Do not mow any lower In
aufumn than the customary
height, which is usually at
least 1% inches,

On the other hand, with mo
mowing at all in autumn, grass
leaves may tangle and deteri-
orate. Leaf loss of itself should
not be harmful, for persistent
subfreezing weather scorches
leaf blades brown in any event,
unless they are protected by
snow. But a soppy mat of old
leaves may encourage disease.

A thick layer of old leaves
may even “smother” new
shoots beneath, causing “winter
scald.” Better some openness
and air circulation. -

- Moreover, these old, bleach-
ed leaves, insulate the sod
from springtime’s sum, and.
may delay greening of the
lawn because the soil remalns
cold longer.

So, with a Kentucky bluegrass
fine fescue lawn, a middle ap-
proach is probably best. Don't
scalp the lawn before winter,
but do keep it mowed about its
customary beight.

If the grass leaves are mot
protected by snow, and become
thoroughly frosted before
spring, a scalping In late win-
ter (say early March) will re-
move dead and useless leafage
without injuring the grass, In
fact, bright new shoots pong
from hidden erowns will
more quickly.

Bed of Ashes .

Neatness does not neces-
sarlly go hand-in-hand with

Many people don’t realize that
every fireplace needs a =olid
bed of ashes to produce maxi-
mum heat. Ashes prevent ex-
cessive_amounts of beat from
being absorbed by stones or
ri the. be

good rule-of-thumb is to
keep one to two inches of ashes
in the fireplace as 2 base.
‘When ashes pile up beyond this
point, remove them with care,
The best way is to put. them
in a fireproof galvanized steel
pail, not a cardboard or wooden
box ‘that may catch fire.

Although neatness s not nec-
essary -inside the fireplace, it is
important in the area around
the hearth, Logs and kindling
wood should be stacked neat-
ly, not only to improve their
appearance, but to minimize
them as fire hazards. For max-
imum safety, store kindling

material in a fire-proof galva-
nized steel coal hod.
