A second educational debut
was the operation of a seven
week Project Head Start this
summer at Willam Grace
School. The program was joint-
Iy financed by the federal gov-
ernment and -the Farmington
Publie Schools.

In 2 pllot class, 24 of the
district’s pre-school children
who needed a strengthened
language background and a
richer fund of experiences on
which to build a successful
start In school, met daily with
a kindergarten teacher and
two ‘aldes.
