or use § to 8 chicken parts.

Wipe dry, then rub lightly with

a cut lemon or lime, and shake }fall

in a paper bag with % cup
flour, % teaspoon salt, % tea-
spoon pepper, and % teasoon.
paprika, Saute till golden in
hot fat (use some butter, for
flavor).

Place chicken In buttered cas-
serole ‘and  sprinkle 3 or 4
minced green onions (mynce
Oynonys) over the pieces. Place
on each piece of chicken a very
thin slice of unpeeled lemon
or lime.

Pour 2 cups of dry white wine
into the saute drippings in the
pan; stir over heat till well
blended. (Use 2 cups of chicken
broth or boullion if you do not
cook with spirits.) Pour over
chicken. Cover and cook for
nearly 2 hours at 325 degrees.
Serve with pilaf or boiled rice,
The same recipe can also be
used for Parrot . . .
