His apparent purpose is to combine in one
neat sentence some platitudes which will appeal
to the white residents of the community while
avoiding the embarrassing plight of urging vio-
lation of the state and federal constitutions.

However, he has offended this writer’s sense
of justice for two reasons. One is his apparent
desire to please both ends of the civil rights
contraversy without really making a clear-cut
statement on what he means. The other is his
comment concerning his desire for a "&lle
bit" of integration but not teo much to ofend .
the white neighbors.

Like airports, freeways, factorles (which

spread the community’s*tax base), everyone
wants them — but not mext door. “Put them
over In the mext subdivision (or mext city,
or next county) — why put it In our neigh.

During recent weeks a num-
ber. of desparaging remarks
have been made at public meet-
ings and in printed matter to
the effect that the Pre-Incorp-
oration Study Committee was
not objective, and. was
“packed” with people swho from
the outset, were highly biased
in favor of incorporation of the
Township. For the record, I
wjsh to relate my personal ex-

rience on this subject.

Last December when I was
approached about serviag on the
Study Committee, no one ixf any
way asked what my~Teelings
were on the matter! Had they
asked me, they would have re-
ceived an emphatic “I'm
against it.” I bad opposed in-
corporation in 1958 and nothing
had occurred, as far as I was
“concerned, to change my mind

ince that time. However, I de-
cided that I really ought to be
completely fair and objective,
and after much deliberation, I
decided to accept-the appoint-
ment. After all, it would be an

¢ excellent way to learn all the

“pros” and “‘cons” on the issue
first hand so that 1 could make
an intelligent decislon.

‘While I believe every mem-
ber of the Committee should
speak for himself on this, there
certainly was no indication to
me in our early meetings that
there was any degree of bias
in most of our members. I felt

S , in your
position as Mayor you. aware
of the unbelievably complicated
processes involved in such a
move, First the boundaries of
the City of Westland encompass
parts of eight separate school
districts. In order to incorpor-
ate these portions, the City
would need pelitions from each
district conlaining the signa-
tures of % of the eligible voters
from each district. Once this
‘monumental task was completed,

uming of course that each
district, would comply, these
petitios must be presented to
the Wayne County Intermedi-
ate. School District Board for
approval. At the present time,
approval would not be.readily
obtained. A complete study
would have to be made as to
the advantages or disadvantages
of such a move to all involved
districts.

One glaring example of a.dis-
advantage concerns a school
located on the boundary line
of Westland and serving the
Wayne Community School Dis-
trict. To separate the school
distrjct coterminous with the
city of Wpsglnd would be s
great hardship both to Wayne
and to Westland, involving the
building of a new school for
Westland and leaving the city
of Wayne with surplus school
