‘the City ot karmington will
participate in a four part open
space program with the coop-
cration of the federal govern-
ment and the State's Uepart-
ment of Conservation.

City Manager John Dinan
explained the proposal to the
Council Monday mght and re-
ceived authorization to ke
application for the, long ‘range
project. |

Total cost of the program

was placed at $139,600 by
Dinan. Of this half would be
paid by the federal govern-
ment, a quarter by the state
and a quarter by the city.
. 1his year's City budget car-
ries $9,000 for the program
and would take care of the
City's share of the first step
which 15 acquisition of a 1
acre parcel on Drake Rd. west
o the Longacre Sehool.

Additional plans call for the
purchase of a six acre parcel
northwest of Twin.Valley Sub-
division, a two acre parcel
north of Grand River off Pow-
ers Rd. and 26 acres of the
river valley south of Grand
kiver and Nine Mile Rd.

The Suburban Checker Cab
Cumpany will receive plates
from the City of Farmington
allowing it to operate within
the City limits. The Council
had originally denied the com-
pany plates for the coming
year, but voted to award them

after City Manager John Dinan
reportea that the company
had taken steps lo improve
the service.

ington made this commént fol-
lowing the announcement of
her appointment as chairman
of the 1967 Mothers’ March di-
vision for the March of Dimes
In Farmiogton by Mrs. Rich-
ard L. Wolfe, County Mothers’
March Director. The tradition-
al Mothers' March door-to-
door solicitation will be held
Tuesday, January 31, 1967.

“Most people don't realize
the terrible toll in human lives
taken by birth defects. Only
heart diseases cause more
deaths, ‘and because birth de-
fects clalm their victims so
early in life, they resplt in the
loss of many mere productive
years,"; Mrs. Ruyle says.

“Even more tragic,” she
says, “is the survival of large
numbers of children suffering
from birth defects which can
doom them to lives of physical
or_mental disability."

THE CAMPAIGN leader
pointed out that while the
March ‘of Dimes is expanding
research into the causes of
birth defects, many disabling
conditions can be avoided if
the defect is detected and
treated early.

The ,March of Dimes sup-
ports a nationwide network of
centers and clinics where ear-
ly diagnosis and expert treat-
ment is provided by teams of
trained medical specialists.

Trash pickup problems
throughout the Township were
brought .to a head last week
when Tringalli Co. walked out
on collection jobs. It was the
third company to do so within
six months.

weekly pickup costs will be
studied by a committee head.
ed by Don Trivis, who has vol-
unteered for the job. :

Supervisor Curtis Hall com-
mented that Township resi-
dents paying $24 to $36 per
year for private trash pickup
could be serviced by the
Township for perhaps $15.

THE SUGGESTION of a spe-
