Police officers were dis-
patched to a PJymouth Road
Restaurant, on report that a
fight was in progress. The
men, milling around at the
parking lot, put their wea.
pons away when police ap
proached.

Witnesses gave the follow.
ing account of the incident:

Lawton Williston, 27, of
3109 Chicdgo, Flint, said that
he and Frank P. Maldaner,
of $805 N. Linville, West-
land, were sitting in the res-
taurant when Junk and four
others entered.

Two women in Junk's par-
ty told police that Williston
and Maldaner were using
vulgar language. Then Willi-
ston asked John L. Garrett,
21, of 9018 Hugh, Lnnma.
“What are you looking at.”
and used an obscenity. Junk
cha]lenged Williston to a
figh

Wlllulnn stated that Junk
threatened him with a knife
and that he told Junk he'd
fight with him outside it he
put the knife away. Accord-
ing to the reports, Williston

told Maldaner 1o get a bat:
out of his car, and Junk ran:
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to his own vehicle
opened the frunk.

Junk claimed that at this
point he wds struck on his
head with a night-stick type
of club and the trunk lid was
slammed on! his head.
