Allergic Reactions

To Stings
May Kill

ANN ARBOR—Allergic re-
actions 1o insect slings may
kiil 300 children and adults
this summer, ‘according to a
University of Michigan aller-
gist.

The Mafia of the insect
world, warns Dr. William R.
Solomon, are the Hymenop-
tera: wasps, yellow jackets,
hornets and the most ener-
getic stinger of all — the
honey bee.

The tiny honey bee can
kill a person extremely al-
lergic to its sting in just ten
minutes, explained Dr, Solo-
mon, Although the severity
of inséct allergies has only
been realized in recent years,
he said, such reactions are
not new.

“Hieroglyphics record the
death of a pharouh after a
single wasp sting, Bites of
spiders and deer {lies have

iy been reporied as
severe or allergy-produce
ing,” he said.

Most victims are warned. |
Previous stings cause vasl)

swelling, tightness in the
throat or chest. hives, asth-
matic breathing or lighthead-
edness. Such allergic reac-
tions grow more severe with
repeated. exposure.

No adequate fesis are
yat available to warn those
persons potentially allergic
1o insect stings.

“Many reactions occur in
persons without other aller-
gies. Although most severe
reactions will not end in
death,” he added, “any aller-
gic symptom following a
sting indicates treatment is
needed.

“Preventive desnnsmung
injections of whole body in-
sect_extract are over B0 per
cent effective in reducing al-
lergy to stinging insects.”

Weekly injections at the
U-M Allergy clinic are started |
long he[mn the summer sea»
son and tonnnuc into the
cooler fall months. Shots are

injection every four weeks.

“It is interesting to note.”
said Dr. Solomon.” that shotx
available for pollen allergy
in hayfever or asthma may
be only 70-80 per cent cffec-
tive by comparison,

The U-M allergist also rec-
ommends that children and
adults know 1o react strong-
ly when stung by insects
should carry preseribed medi-
cations in a locket or pill
box, “If swallowed scconds
after a sting, these pills could
be lifesaving, reduce swell-
ing and air breathing,” he
warned.

Other instructions to avoid
being stung include:

Don’t use hair \omc all(\r-

shave lotion, hair deos
dgrant op perfume if you
are poing outdoors. Floral

odors cspecially attract bees
and wasps.

Loose fitting clothes such
as head scarves and billows
ing skirts may trap the in-
sect.

Never go barefoot or wear
sandals outdoors. Bees es-
pecially like clover: yellow
jackets nest in ficlds and
logs, wasps in boat docks,
Mowing the lawn, trimming

cans can be risky aclivitics,
Keep quick-kill insect acro-
sol sprays at arm's reach.
Dr. Solomon added, “The~
old wives tale about sweet
things attracting bees is ab-
sblulcly true, If you're cat-
ing a lollipop or ice cream
cone in the scenic out-of-
doors, be prepared to share
it with stinging companions.”
