During the last week of this
month, the Jewish people
throaghout the world will cele-
brate the festival of Chanukah
(pronounced ha-noo-ka),

Chanukah 18 the Jewish Fes-
tival of Lights, B commemor-
ates the reconstruction of the
Temple after it had been des-
troyed by Syrian oppressors
in the year 165 B.C.E. Upon
recapturing the Temple, the
Jewish people, led by Judah
Maccabees, rebuilt and clean-
sed the Temple and made it
ready for services to worship,

The word Chanukah, often
spelled Hanuksh in modern day,
means dedication, The hollday
18 called the *'Feast of Lights”

because the Chanukah candles

are 1t for each of the eight
days the holiday is celebrated,

Afer cleansing the Temple
and removing all of the ldol-
atrous objects that had been
leR by the Syrians, one un-
polluted cruse of ofl was found.

Yet,amiracle
happened, The small cruse of
ol] burned for eight days, This
miracle symbolizes the sur-
vival of the Jewish people and
Judalsm throughout the ages,

Chanukah is cbserved an the
25th day of the Jewish month
of Kistev, This month corres-
ponds with the month of Decem-
ber, The first candle is lit
on the evening before the 25th
day of Kislev, One candle is
added each night until eight
candles are burning, The
candles are 11t at sundown each
night.

THE KINDLING of the candles
Is the most significant phase
of the holiday and is obsurved
with the greatest solemnity,
‘The entire famlly is present
when the candles are lit, The
candles are In a special candle
holder called & Menorah,

A Shamash candle is litfirst,
This candle 1s the one which 18
used to light the others, and is
11t first each night, The Sham-
ash candle holds a center hold

AS THE CANDLES are 11,
several short blessings are re-
cited in Hebrew, The main
blessing Is translated intoEng-
1ish: *Blessed art Thou, O
Lord our God, King of the Unt.
