Sen. Kuhn Offers
2 Anti-Riot Bills

State Sen, Gecrge W, Kuhn,
(R-West ' Bloomfield) has In-
troduced two bills, which be
said, are designed to help law
enforcement officers in their
fight agalnst crime, especially
of a rictous nature,

One of the biits would tight-
en the present law governing
explosive davices, commonly
known as ‘Molotov cocktalls,’’
by making possession of such
a device prima facle evidence
of the possessor’s tntent to use
the davice wnlawfuly against
a person or property,

At present, 1aw enforcement
ofticials have difficulty getting
convictions unless they actu-
ally see the explosive belng
used, said Sen, Kuhn,

‘Criminal intent s the only
reason a person would have such
a device In his possession, and
I fesl wo should strengthen
this law to prevent destruc-
t1on,” satd Kuhn,

‘THE SECOND bill wouldpro-
vide a mayor or other top
munieipal officer with emer-
gency powers In cases of riots,

*Under this blll, such acivic
official would be given immed-
fate emargency powers to ban

possession of firearms, smmu-
nltion, alcohol and gasoline
tems trequently used In riats,’
said Kuhn,

“By giving & civic official
such emergency power, It would
permit him to get anti-riot
contro} measures into high gear
qulekly and give the governor
time to call the National Guard
or state police lnto action if
the situation further warranted,

‘1 HAVE introduced these
measures as part of an over-
al] anti-crime package as 2
result of Gov, Romney's State
of the State message In which
he called for stronger laws
with which to combat riots and
stmilar emergency conditions,

“¢These bills have the support
of the governor and bi-partisan
backing in the Legislature.

#With constant threats be-
ing made by militant groups
that they intend to ‘burn’ next
summer, we must lose no time
In providing law enforcement
officials with effective tools
to do thelr job.”
