one looks forward to sa all-
Amerlcan ple, And it's really
not too hard--if you know the
tricks,

Little things can make the
differance between poor and
proud ples, You should roll
the dough with a 1ight, but firm
touch from the center out along
imaginary wheel spokes,

Lift the roller at the rim,
and the dough should be only
an elghth of an lnch thick. [
prefer a pastry cloth and 8 knit
cover on the rolling pin (they
come in sets) because there is
less sticking and hence less
need to add flour, which at the
rolling stage 18 iikely to tough-
en the dough, Too much water
18 the most frequent cause of
tough crust,

Once you are ple-minded,
youll start reading, clipping,
flling, testing, comparing rec-
ipes, and exchanging ple lore
with every good cook in the
nelghborhood,

Here is a pastry for trying
--especially If you have had
difficulties,

NEVER FAIL PIE CRUST

3¢, flour

1c, lard

18, salt

1 6gg, well beaten

$ T, cold water

1T, vinegar

Cut shortening into flour and
salt untll the siza of small
peas, Combine egg, water, and
vinegar , Pour 1iquid into flour
mixture all at once, Blend with
a spoon just until flour is all
motstened. This is an easy
crust to handle and can be re-
rolled without toughening, It
also keeps in refrigerator for
-up to 2weaks, Yleld: Twodouble
crusts,

DELUXE CHERRY PIE

2 c. pittad cherries, dratned
(frozen or canned)

1/3 c. cherry juice

1/8 t, almond extract

1/3 c, granulated sugar

1/3 ¢, brown sugar

3 T. quick-cooking taploca

1T, butter

Pastry for double crust ple,

Combine cherrlas, juice, al-
mond extract, sugars, and tap-
foca, let stand 15 minutes, Pour
into 8" pastry-lined ple pan,
dot with butter, Adjust topcrust
and flute edge, Bake at 450
degrees for 10 minutes, then
at 330 degrees for 30 minutes,

Variations: Add 1/2 t, al-
mond extract to cherry miz-
ture, Add finely chopped toast-
ed almonds to pastry when roll-
ing. In place of taplocs, use
2 tablaspoons cornstarch or
4 tablespocns flour to thicken
charry mixture,

Note: If using canned cher-
ries use a few drops of red
tood coloring to make it look
better,
