SOME OF THE STUDENTS who are enrolled
at the Orchard Ridge branch of Oakland Commun-
ity College are wailing like wounded caribou
because of the fines with which they're being
slapped in Farmington Township Justice Court
for violating campus parking regulations. For
that matter, so would I if I were slugged 25 clams
just for leaving my old heap where it didn't -
belong w hen honestly, judge, I thought the
“Reserved” sign was a personal courtesy long
deserved.

However, once having been rapped in the
wallet like that by Justice of the Peace Byron
Walter I'll be damned if I'd park in that spot
again. That, you see, is the intended message.

This parking tupxc is one part of the verbiage
which follows, and the other part concerns an
open wound in township government circles into
which I seem to have poured some salt when I
started asking questions to find out what gives
with the parkmg bit.

ou see, we have two elected justices-in
the township, Walter and Robert H. Nelson,
Until you pry the lid off this can of worms,
you'd naturally think there would be harmony
between both of them and all arms of the lnw

f t fellows, including the p

administration.

If you're a taxpayer who has newly moved
into the township, it might alarm you just a bit
to find that io\vnship police have boycotted one of
the two “JP's’ (Nelson) by not taking a single
case to him since Aug. 17, 1963. That's four years,
six months and 15 days. .

JUDGE WALTER, who doubles as vice-
president and trust officer of a well known Detroit
bank, makes no bones about the severity of his
fines. Any parking regulation vnolator anywhere
in the township gets hit for $10 if he pays within
10 days, or $25 if he lets the hcket gather dust
longer than that.

An extremely capable jurist and no molly-
coddler, Walter takes the attitude; '"If a person
goes away smiling, I haven't fined him enough.”

There's a well recognized human tendency to
let parking tickets accumulate because in many
areas the rap isn’t any worse than what a park-
ing lot guy would charge. One word of warning
around these parts: Don’t. The penalty schedule
may be too harsh, but now that you know what it
is, be guided accordingly.

At O.C.C. the three campus cops are deputized
by the sheriff, and a resolution passed by the
college board of trustees gives township courts
authority to handle campus violations.

The students .may not like it, but that's the
way it is. The traffic volume around the college
yields as many offenders as all the rest of the
township put. together. But once the word gets
around about the penalties, there are not apt to be
many repeaters,

* *

SOME YEARS AGO, all traffic citations is-
sued in the township. were assigned equally be-
tween the two courts, Evenly numbered tickets .
went before one judge, the odd numbers to the
other. That's no longer true.

As the story goes, Judge Nelson stepped on
some important political toes, besides incensing
township police personally in a case or two, and
since August of '63 he's been getting the official
snub. Police claim they can take cases to which-
ever court they prefer, and Nelson they avoid llke
the plague.

This hasn't left the judge idle, for in 1967
alone Nelson handled some 1,500 eriminal
charges, but they were originatcd either by
Michigan State Police or the prosecutor’s
office — most of them the state.

Each "JP" pays all his own office costs and
his own staff, but Walter rents his space in town-
ship hall, while Nelson holds court in his private
law office in a shopping center.

Walter first was elected a justice of the
peace in 1965, while Nelson won his first term in
1959 and then was reelected in 1963. Both jobs are
supposed to be phased out of existence at the end
of 'this year under terms-of Michigan’s new con-
stitution. But unless the legislature passes a court
reorganization bill, there may be some doubt even
about that.

The local political intrigue in this situation is
entrancing — even amusing. Who would have
thought that such a sleeply little ol' rural neigh-
borhood as Farmington Township could spawn
such jungle politics?
