By government regulation of
!some 30 years ago, bourbon
whisky Is the distilled product
from a mash made up of at
least 51% corn, less than 160
proof (80% alcohol)and stored
in new, charred oak barrels.

THE EMPHASIS is on the
word *new,*

Stralght bourbon whisky must
be stored In new charred oak
kegs for at least two years and
can be bottled at 80 proof or
higher. Bonded bourbon must
be stored In new, charred oak
barrels for at least four
years and bottled at 100 proof
or higher.

It the distilled product is
taken off the still at 160 proot
or higher, 1t 15 known as neutral
spirits,

want a change in definitions.
Some want toallow any shisky
stored fn new or used charred
oak casks to be called bourbon,
and to claim age. Others want
to abollsh the requirement
that whisky stored in used kegs
must be 5o labeled on the bottle,
Heavy opposition comes from
other distillers who produce
the famous old brand-name
bourbons and also from the
cooperage  Industry whlch
manufactures the oak ke
Opposting distillers Contend
that If 1t sn't stored In new
clarred oak kegs, it just can’t
be bourbon. Tt's something else.
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Spring sew-in. Soft woo! and nylon
blends! Rich-looking acetate blends!
Rustic heathers. Rewed-up plaids.
Cool pastels. Brights and stripes.
Tattersalls and homespuns. Most
