Both
cards should always be 1o your
possession. They must not be
mutilated, altered, burned or
destroyed.

Answer: Information con-
cerning I-A occupational de-
ferments, inciuding a free Sel-
ectlve Service pamphlet én=
titled, *“Information for Em-
ployers*, may be obtained from
any Local Board of the Selec-
tive Service System..

Questfon: Does the Military
Selective Service Act provide
any special consideration for
the National Guard?

Answer: Section 1(d) of the
Act states “‘that it is essential
that the strength and organi-
zation of the National Guard,
both Ground and Alr, as an
integral part of the flrst line
defenses of this Nation, be at
all Umes maintalned and as-
sured,”” Sectlon G(cX2)(A) of
the same Act provides for the
deferment from Induction for
members of the National Guard
as loog as they satisfactorily
participate In prescribed train=
ing. They are required toserve
in this capacity for 6 years,
during which time they must
complete not less than fow
consecutive months of active
duty for training.
