1968 could be avolded, accord-
ing to Hans Gehrke, Jr., pres-
ident of the United States Sav-
ings and Loan League,

Gehrke, who is also pres-
ident of First Federal Savings
‘and Loan Association of De-
troit, addressed the annualcon-
vention of the New Jersey Sav-
ings and Loan League at the
Haddon Hall Hotel,

..

‘GEHRKE TOLD his audience
that In recent weeks another
wave of tight money has begun
to engulf the housing industry,
much as ft did in 1966, and
the home financing institutions
have begun curtalling their loan
commitments in antlcipation of
still tighter money conditions
ahead,

“Now that the Impasse over
tax and spending policles seems
to have been broken In Wash-
ingten, it is quite possible that
some rellef from -the tight
money situation will be felt
later in the year,’” he sald,

Gehrke said that the Con-
gressional decision to increase
taxes and reduce federal spend-
ing will have a threefold bene-
ficjal 1mpact on the credit
markets:

(1) it showd cut Treasury
demands for funds .

{2) it should reduce the ur-
gency of the balance-of-pay-
ments crisis

(3) it should eliminate some
borrowing in anticipation of fur~
ther monetary stringency later

on., .

“We are heading for 2 new
and severe recession In the
housing Industry later this year
and early 1969,” Gehrke said,

“The action of the Congress
improves the outlook for the
housing industry and probably
means that we will avold a
slump of substantial magnitude
in the housing industry.””

GEHRKE HASTENED to add
that it might be several months
before the-Congressional action
“igools aff" the economy to an
extent that the Federal Reserve
will feel free to ease credit
again and before such easing
will be into

“Barring a reversal in the
Congressional decislon, how-

The blades are more curved
than In most bluegrasses, and
tend to ‘'weave' an attractive
surface, Especially noteworthy
is Fylking's ability to produce
an abundance of fine shoots
called tillers, which contribute

These individual character-
istics do crop up from time to
time in mixed populations of
bluegrass, such asmay be found
in old fields in many parts of

Not only must the character-
istics be tested and proven
useful, but they must be per-
petunted in the offspring, This
is rather easy with something
like a geranium or flowering
shrub, where cuttings are
rooted from the stem of the
parent plant. But when seed is
formed, there is always the
chance that crossing will re-
assort the sought-after fea-
tures, N

Thus the originater of an
outstanding  variety such as
Fylking must also determine
that its seed comes true-to-
type. Fortunately, most Ken-
tucky  bluegrasses have the
potentiality for apomictic for-
mation of seed, Pollination oc-
curs, but not mating of the
hereditary cells, For you with
a technical interest, Fylking
