The Dingell-Johnson ldw, passed
last year, nilocates funds to quall
tying stales for: (ishery research,
lake ‘and stream 'improvement and
other purposes that will ‘benefit
sport fishing. No new tax was
created. The law diverts revenue
from an existing 10 per cent exclse
tax on sport fishing tackle from
the general treasury to the states.
The law is comparable to the

Hot Cross Buns
Have Long Story

Almost as anclent as worship it-
selt {s the hot cross bun.

Although the storles of the origin
of these splcy, sugar-coated buns
are varied, thelr assoclation with
religious custom has never falter-

ed. .
. Records claim that Cecrops, leg-
endary Greek hero sald to have

today as Greece, offered a sweet
bun to the gods as far back as
1,000 B.C. Petritled and perfectly
shaped buns were discovered at
Herculaneum, destroyed by Mt.
Vesuvius In 78 AD.

The early Egyptians offered buns,
bearipg two horps, to their
Moon Goddess. The early Greeks
changed the horn mark to a cross.
The Saxons, marked their buas
with the cross in honor of Eastre,
thelr Goddess of- Light. Romans,
too, ate crossed bread, buying it
at the temple doors when they went

Greek and Roman custom of eating
crossed buns as a religlous factor
in Lenten observance. Some Te-
ports state that this custom stems
from the bun’s universal religious
observance, while other reports say
the bun was something the people
telt they could eat during the Len-
ten perfod - to replace pastries,
cakes, and other rich foods which
they may have declded to forego.
In England, which most people
conslder the native land of the
modern hot cross bun, they were
designed to be eaten on Good Frl-
day, fast day. Today, however,.hot
cross buns are eaten during the
entire Lenten period.

Hot cross buns are most popular
today in England and In the United
States, where the custom was
brought by the early English settl-
