Bosserman Reports
On Chemical Controls

I have many calls asking what
to use for weeds in the lawn.
“2, 4-D” will do a good job on
killing the weeds. However, in
newly established lawns that have
been seeded this spring, it isnot a
good iden to use 2, 4-D weed killer,
as the chemical will also injure
and sometimes’ kiit. young . grass
seedlings. Also, it is wise to be
sure to label containers which car-
ry 2, +D. Amother caution — don’t
use the same sprayer for Spraying
vegetables that you used for 2,4-D
or other weed killing chemicals.

1 have also received calls re-
garding a chemical to kill quack
grass. There is a chemical called
“PCA” which, along with’ cultiva-
tion, will do a good job. Eradica-
ting quack grass with TCA is not
selective, that is, it not only kills
quack grass but all other vegeta-
tion that it comes in contact with,
and one thing more — Bo crop
should be attempted on the samo
soil tor 60 days. |
