Permits may be remewed by the
Board of Appeals for successlve periods of not
more than two (2) years each.
Permit in all Zones the erection of bulletins,
‘memorial markers or other signe not used for com-
merclal advertising, In excess of elght {8) square
feet in surface area, under such temporary permit
or permanent conditions as will provent them
from becoming dilapidated or unsightly or a men-
* ace to the public health, safety or general welfare,
Permit the structures or uses requiricg the ap-
proval of the Board of Appeals under previous sec-
tions of tbis Ordinance; provided that the ap-
Jicant for a Zoning Permit for any such use shall
cause & written potice of the proposed building or
use to be malled or delivered to the owners of all
lots of record lying more than ope-third by ares
within three hundred (300) feet of the lot on
which It is proposed to establish such use; and
provided further, that If there are tiled with such
board within fitteen (15) days after such notice
shall have been mailed or delivered, written pro-
tests from the owners of twenty per cent (209%)
by frontage of the lots herein specified, the
shall not approve such application except by af-
firmative vote of all members.

SECTION XI — ZONING PERMITS AND

CERTIFICATES OF OCCUPANCY

It shall be unlawtul to build or use or permit the build-
ing or the use of any structure or:land or part thereof
hereafter created, erected or altered, or to change or en-
large the use of any building or land or part thereof until
a Zoning Permit in accordance with the provisions of this
Ordinance properly endorsed as to occupancy in 2 man-
ner herein provided shall have been issued by the Zoning
Inspector hereinafter authorized. A charge to be set by
the Township Board shall be madé for the issuance ot
such permits. An application for a Zoning Permit shall be
made to the Zoning Inspector not less than ten (10) days
prior to the time when a new or enlarged use of a struc-
ture or land or part thereof is intended to begin. Such ap-
plication shall be accompanied by a plat in duplicate
drawn to scale, showing the exact dimensions of the land
and structures to which the permit is to apply, the lines
of all Iots or parcels under separata ownership contained
therein, the width of and alignment of all abutting
streets, alleys, easements of access and public open spac-
es, the area, size, position and height of all buildings or
structures erected or to be erected or altered thereon,
plans in duplicate drawn to scale, of the proposed struc-
ture or alteration and such other information as may be
deemed necessars for the propgr enforcement of this
Ordinance. Accessory buildings, when ecected at the
same time as the principal building on a lot and shown
on the application therefor, shall not require a separate
Zoning Permit. A record of all such applications shall
be kept on file by the Zoning Inspector. Wherever the
puildings, land, and uses thereof as set forth on the ap-
plication are In conformity with the provisions of this Or-
dinance, it shall be the duty of the Zoning Inspector to
{ssue within ten (10) days after the receipt of such appli-
cation a Zoning Permit, and when such Permit is refused,
to state such refusal in writing, specifying the causes for
refusal.

The Zoning [nspector shall be notified by owner when
foundations aré completed and inspector shall inspect
same within three (3) days after notification, and it same
are found to be in conformity with the provisions of this
Ordinance, shall endorse such fact on the Zoning Permit,
also within five (3) days after notification that the ‘build-
ing or premises or part thereof is ready for cccupancy,
the Zoning Inspector shall make final inspection thereat,
and if It §s found to be In conformity with the provisions
of this Ordinance, shall endorse such fact on the Zoning
Permit in a statement properly signed and dated and
such statement shall have the force of a Certificate of
Qccupancy.

The Zoning Inspector may issue a Temporary Certi-
ficate of Occupancy for & part of a building prior to the
completion of the entire building, but such temporary
certiticate shall not remain in force for a period in ex-
cess of one (1) year, nor-more than five (5) days after
the completion of the building ready for occupancy, unless
the property owner, or the owner of an equity in prop-
erty under a so-called Land Contract for the purchase of
Jand sball submit a sworn statement in writing to the
Zoning Inspector declaring thal:

1. He deslres to build a home- updn land specitically

described in said statement.
. He herewith submits plans that comply with the
requirements of this Ordinance of the zome in
which the land is located.
That he §s financially unable at the present time
of completing the dwelling in full,
That he will complete the same within five years.
That be will within one year complete a_portion
of sald dwelling with not less than four hundred
(400) square feet and not less than $hirty six (36)
hundred cubjc feet of content.
That he intends to live in-sald completed portion
untll the whole i completéd.
That he will add each year a portion to sald
dwelling equal to oneifth (1/5)'of its square and
cublcal gontent. L
In which case, upon the filiog of such sworn statement, the
Zoning Inspector may issue a permit for the building to
progress in accordance with the terms of sworn state-
ment, and o Temporary Certiticate of Occupancy for five
(5) years. The Zoning Inspector ghall inspect the prop-
erty each year to ascertain if the building is progressing
according to the sworn statement. If building i3 not
80 progressing, the Zoning Inspector shall notity the
owner §n WFiting that he hos not complied with his sworn
statement and that his Temporary Certiticate of Occu-
pancy {8 revoked. The notice shail be sent by registered
mall to the last known address of the owner. The owner
ghall have ter (10) days to appeal to the Board of Ap-
peals, The Board of Appeals may extend the time for
compliance for one (1) year ot 1éss it, in its opinion, the
delay is due to economic hardship and not the fault of the
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owner but this shall rest within the sound diseretion of |-

the Board of Appeals.
A permit may be issued for’the removal of top soil
from land in o residential zong if the applicant shall
comply with the following conditions:
(1) Execute and fite with thé Township Clerk, a hond
‘to the township of Farmington ‘with a surety company
authorized to do business in Michigan as surety In a penal
sum of $1,000 for each five acres or fraction thereof from
which it i proposed to remove top soll, conditioned that:
a. The applicant will maintain a grade of twelve (12)
inches above the existing crown ot any road ad-
jacent to or abutting the property.
b.. The appHicant will sow geed and establish a sod
after removal to malntain a stable surface on the

land.

(2) File with the Township Clerk an agreement in
writing between the owner or owners of the land, their
heirs, administrators; executors and assigns, autborlzing
the Township through its agents or officlals to enter
upon said property for inspection and compiience Wwith
the conditlons of said bond.

1t shall be the duty of the Zoning Inspector to make

weekly {nspections of the property from which: top soil

is belnig removed to determine whether the permit holder

is complying with the requirements of this Ordinance,
and he shall make written report to the Township

Board: every month. ' !
1t'the Zoning Inspector shall find that any of the con~

ditions upon which the permit was issued is not being ful-

filled he shall forthwith serve upon the permit holder, his
servants or agents and his surety, & notice setting forth
the violation claimed snd. directing him to remedy the
conditions complained of within ten {10) days from the

date ‘of said notice. .
it the conditions are not remedied within iten (10)

days the Zoning Inspector.shall post on the property a
notice of revecation of the permit and shall send a copy
of sald notlce by registered mail to the former permit
holder at his last known address. Within tive (5) days
of the posting of the notice and the mailing of .the copy
thereof, the Township through its offfcers, agents or em-
ployees may enter upon the property and remedy the con-
ditions complained of in sald notice and sur-charge the
surety fith the full cost thereof. L :

Within the ten (10) days after service of the notice
above provided as to mon-fultiliment of conditions, the
permit holder may request a hearing before the Board
of Appeals in writing, stating the reasons for the hearing
which must be based upon a charge that the Zoning In-
spector has failed to state condltions of non-tultiliment or
dutles required by this Ordinance. Filing of request for
a hearing before the Board of Appeals shall suspend the
running to the ten (10) days for remedy of failure to ful-
£ill conditions upon which the permit, was issued, until
after the decision of the Board of Appeals. If the Board
ot Appeals should decide against the permit holder, then
the permit holder shall,be allowed ten (10) days to rem-
edy the conditions from the date of matling of the deci-
sion of the Appeal Board to the last known address of
the permit holder by registered mail, In default thereof,
the Township shall proceed to remedy the conditions as
above provided.

Suit may be brought against the principal and surety
on the bond within one (1) year for such sums as the
Township has incurred for the fuitillment of the condi-
tion of the bond. N N .

SECTION XIl — ENFORCEMENT

The provisions of this Ordinance ghall be administer-
ed by the Zoning Inspector, who shall be appointed by the
Township Board for such term and subject to such con-
ditions and at such rate of compensation as sald Board
shall determine; and the duty of enforcement hereof phall
rest with such administrative official or officials as shall
be authorized therewith by law.

. SECTION X1} — PENALTIES.

Any firm, corporation or person who violates any of
the provislons of this Ordinance shall be fined not less
than twenty-flve dollars ($25.00) nor more than one
hundred dollars ($100.00) for each offense, or shail be
punished by imprisonment in the county jall for a perlod
of ot to exceed ninety (90) days for each offense or may
be.both fined and imprisoned, as provided herein, Any
building which is erected, altered or converted or any
use of land which is begun or changed subsequent to the
tinfs of passage of this Ordinance and in violation of any
of the provisions thereof is hercby declared a nuisance

er se. The Zoning Inspector, the Leglslative Body of

{he Township, the Board of Appeals, or 81y court hav-

ing jurfsdiction shall order such nuisance abated and the

owner or agent in charge of such building or land shall be
adjudged gullty of maintaining a nufsance per, se. Each
day that a violation s permitted to exist shall constitute

a separate offense. The rights and remedies provided

hefein are cumulative and in addition to all other Teme-

dies provided by law. .

SECTION XIV — AMENDMENTS

Amendments or supplements to this'Zoning Ordin-
ance may be made from time to time in the same manner
provided in Act No. 184 of the Public Acts of Michigan for
1543 for the enactment of this Ordinance. This Ordin-
ance may be amended:

(a) Whenever the Township Board, upon :its own
motion shall have passed a resojution declaring
its intent to amend this Ordinance and shall have
given public notice within ter (10) days of the
passage of its resolution by publication in a
newspaper of general circulation in this town-
ship of its intent to amend the Ordinance;

Whenever a petition signed by a number of quali-
fled and registered voters residing in the Town-
ship equal to mot less than eight per cent (8%)
of the total vote cast for all candidates for gover-
nor, at the last preceding general election at
which a governor was elected, shall-have ‘been
filed with the Township Clerk, praying that the
Township Board amend this Ordinance. Upon
the filing of such petition, the Township Board
shall, at the mext regular meeting, vote upon a
resolution .declaring its intent to amend this
Ordicance.

Whether upon its own resolution or resolution after peti-
tion as aforesaldthe Township Board shail submit the
proposed changes or additlons to this Ordinance to the
Township Zoning Board for its recommendations.
Township Zoning Board shall submit its recommendation
of o tentative amendment Within sixty (60). days from
recelpt of proposed changes or additions in or to this
Ordinance, after having held a public bearing or hearings
ag provided [n Section 9 of Act 184 of tha Public Acts of
Michigan for 1943, At the next regular meeting or at a1y
special meeting called tor the purpose atter recelving the
recommended proposed amendment to this Ordinance, the
Township Board shall consider such recominended amend-
ment or amendments and vote upon the adoption thereot
as provided in Section 11 of Act 184 of the Public Acts
of ‘Michigan for 1943.

"It any area is hereafter transferred to another zone
by{a change in zone boundarles by an amendment as
abbve provided, the provislons of this Ordinance, relating
to.bulldings or uses of buildings or 1and existing at the
time of the effective date of this Ordinance shall apply
to bulldings or uses of buildings or land existing at the
time of the effectlve date of such amendments in such
transferred aren. - .

BECTION XV — INTERPRETATION: PURPOSE

In interpreting and applylng the provisions of this
Ordinance, they shall be held to be the minimum require-
for the promotion of the public health,
venlence, prosperity and general wel-
ance to repeal, abro-
gate, annul or in any Way impalr interfere with
any existing and unrepealed provisions of
ance or any rules, regulations or permits previous
ed or issued pursuant to 1aw relating to the use of ‘bujld-
ings or land, provided, however, that when this Ordin-
ance {mposes a greater restriction upon the use of build-
ings or Btructures or land or upon the helght, area or
size of buildings or requires larger yards; courts or other
open spaces than are imposed or required:by such existing
provislons of law or Ordinance or by such rules, Te
