vour search for holiday greens.” he
explains. This is an ideal time
for pruning ornamental evergreens,
since the needled and broad-leaved:
types are dormant at this time.

Arborvitae or cedar, Pfitzer Jun-
iper, Japanese Spreading Yew, Ca-
nadian Hemlock, Silver Red Cedar,
Canaert Red Cedar and common
Juniper are among plants that may
be pruned now. Spruce, pines and
firs should not be pruned unless
you want to remove branches or
correct thie shape of the plant.

Cox makes several suggestions
for successfully pruning your orna-
mental evergreens. He advises re-
moving any damaged or broken
branches to the nearest normal
part of the plant. Cut back branch-
es that are giving the plant a lop-
sided appearance.

Tall, pointed evergreens can be
headed back to lower their height.
This will reduce the snow and ice-
holding eapacity and will bring the
trees down to the right propostions
for best landscaping effect.

Among other suggestions, Cox
says to prune, making several cuts
at different heights. This will be
easter and will result in a pruning
job that wom't be noticed by the
casual observer. And don't iry to
do the whole job in one prunming.
Leave some for next year's holiday
seasen.

Flashers On Wreckers
In Motion Hlegal

State Police Commissioner Don-
ald S. Leonard warns that the use
of red fiasher signals on wrecker
trucks while enroute to or from &
call is a violation of the law.

“Use of the red flasher is per-
missible while a wrecker is at the
scene of a call because the vehicle
is standing still on the highway
and the blinker lights are a warn-
ing to other traffic,” Leonard sald.
“However, the red flashers are il-
legal when the wrecker is going
to or from the call, even though it
may be hauling a car.”

The commissioner stated his
warning resulted from a number of
complalnts over use of red flash-
ers on wreckers.

“Other drivers are confused by
these lights ihen in motion, be-
lteving the wrecker is a polics car,
a fire truck of an ambulance Which
must be given rightof-way. The
tatter vehicles, of course, are en-
titled to use the lights on emer-
gency runs. But becoming accus-
toméd to seelng wreckers with the
red flashers, many drivers then
wrongly identify an emergency car
as 8 wrecker and fail to take heed

es, this was the slogan adopted
by the State Safety Commission
for its December program of traf-
fic safety education, which is part
of the current, nation-wide effort
to postpone the country's one mil-
lionth traffic death due tlifs month.
“It is ironic,” Farmington Police
Chief Joseph DeVriendt said, “that
December, which is traditionatly
the happiest time of the year, is
also ‘the deadliest. This is particu-
larly true this year since National
Safety Council statisticians esti-
mate that the country’s one mil-
lionth traffic fatality will occur
sometime ‘around Christmas.*

Unlortunately, at no other time
of the year are we, less prepared
by weather and physical conditions
to slow down mounting traffic fa-
talities than in December. Besides
the usual reduced visibility, bad
weather and slippery road surfices
chiaracteristic of winter in general,
Chiet DeVriendt pointed out that
the. presence of large numbers of |
drinking drivers on the street con-
stitutes a menace that reaches its
height during the Christmas sea-
son.
