City Council sentiment
seemed to be that the point of
compramise with objectors is
nearing an end. Obfecting
homeowners would as soon
see the cluster housing or-
dinance repealed.

The council conducted a
public hearing on the proposed
amendment for more than an
hour, closed the hearing, and
then voted to table action to
study opinions and
suggestions.

THE CLUSTER ordinance
had been sent back to the
planning commission by the
council with suggestions that
it be revised.
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also were
unhappy with the wording of
the ordinance and expressed
'that opinion when voting to
deny the cluster rezoning
request of Standard Con-
struction Co. for 22 acres on
the west side of Drake north of
Freedom Dr.

A “cluster” s single -
'family houses attached in
groupings of four to six
buildings. The grouping of
bulldings allows greater use of
open space and allows
developers to build on land
with rolling or swampy
topography which would be
‘duﬂ:ull to develop into a
isingle - family house sub-
division.

One change was to require
an 80-foot setback between a
cluster of residential units and
a single - family home and a
40-foot setback from other
clusters for a total minimum
setback of 200 feet.

‘Another change would lower
from eight to six buildings that
will be allowed in one cluster.

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Another change provides
that cluster housing projects
“may" be used as a buffer
between single - family and
other uses or along main
thoroughfares. The *‘may"
would allow a petition for
cluster housing for other than
buffer purposes when a
property has topography
problems and n}eeu other

otherwise might have
remained édfor some-
time.

Brotherton said the council
asked for the revision to
clarify the ordinance and
make it more compatible to
the community. He added that
the 22 acres on Drake meet the

MAYOR Wilbur Brotherton
commented the cluster or-
dinance was adopted some
time ago and, after it was sent
back to the planning com-
mission for a redrafting,
councilmen had made trips to
review several cluster housing
projects in other com-
munities.

“We have tried to redefine
cluster housing to be more in
line with how we think it
should fit into the com-
murity,” he said.

Albert Holm, Drake Rd.
resident, asked whether
consideration had been given
the request from homeowners
for a cluster density of 2% or
three units per acre.

Deadman replied the
commission had investigated
density in detail and felt that
the 3.8 was the density needed
for the type of cluster

as it is now wrilten, and he
was unaware if the proponent
planstoreapply for rezoning if
the council adopts the more
restrictive amendment.

DON STODDARD, a
planning commissioner, said
he agreed with the amend-
ments except for lowering the
density. He felt it should have
remained at five units per
acre.

Stoddard said he has dif-
ficulty understanding why
“minority interests” on the
west side of the city want a
high density which would
preclude “‘good, ordinary
citizens from moving into our
town.”

Stoddard said that if the city
adopts a low density, it will be
pricing the cluster homes too
high for ordinary citizens and
that would “be doing an in-
justice to the community.” He

Robert Tilley of Drake Road
responded that if persons
cannot afford the price of
homes in that area, they have

oo business moving out there.

’ﬁlley said he liked the high
price category of homes and
enjoyed the open space in the
city. He added" that he
moved to Farmington 23 years
ago, owns five acres, and felt
the 22 acres near him would
remain sngle - family. He
complained the city was

failing to protect the interests
of its residents.
uncilman Fred Seibert
staled that cluster housing isa
residential zoning and not
apartments. He said the
difference between 3.8 and
three units per acre was hard
to visualize as important.

COUNCILMAN John Allen
explained the commission felt
aneed to provide for families
who wish to have the ad-
vantage of residential living
but are unable to maintain
their property. (In cluster
projects, the developer does
maintenance and provides
shared recreation facilities.)

Allen stressed that If the
density were too low, the
developer would be financlally
unable to provide the niceties
of a community center,

and

Chatham Hills subdivision.
has houses close together
because it has space for parks
and recreation, Brotherton
continued. Thus, it has a
higher “appearance of den-
sity” than other subdivisions
with more persons per acre.

COUNCILMAN John
Richardsorrnoted that if the 22
acres — property annexed by
the city ~ were still in Far-
mington Township, it could
having a density ranging from
3.2 to 4.8 units per acre under

+the lownship's present zoning

ordinance.

Richardson also said he had
reservations about being too
restrictive because the builder
might lack sufficient funds to
develop the parks and
recreational facilities.

Richardson added that the
country seems to have a
number of bigots and it might
also have “housing bigots.”
““We should have a community
to offer something to
everyone, and I take great
pride that we now do. We
should offer houslng for
persons who can afford a
50,000 home but doesn’t want
to be troubled with main-
tenance chores.”
