OCC’s Registration Painless
When Students Do It By Mail

The ‘‘painless” way to
register for classes is in style
at Oakland Community
College's Orchard Ridge
campus in Farmington.

Students no longer have to
wait in long lines and be

channeled from one line to
another for the “privilege" of
being a student.

Instead they can stop by the
“M’" building, which houses
counselors, and pick up a mail
registration packet.

The registration process for
fall term is going on this week

and will continue through next
week on the campus from 9 to
11:30a.m. andfrom 1to 4 p.m.
daily. Packets are also
available on Wednesday, July
12 and 19, from 6 to 8 p.m.

of treating students as in-
dividuals, according to
Lawrence Soldar, counselor
who together with counselor
Roscoe Dann is conducting the
current registration.

Students who can remember
shifting from one foot to
another, while waiting to grab
classes before they closed,
appreciate the efforts put in
by the counselors to make the
registration as simple as
spelling their name.

“1 think it's terrific,”
sophomore Jim Kostrzewa of

Berkley said. I hate waiting
in lines for anything."

Soldan said students who
took classes in one of the past
three terms were sent post-
cards notifying them of the
mail regns\ratmnprocess The
postcards are the “‘passport”
to getting the mail
registration packet.

Students who are on
probation or have some
problem are notified by
postcard that they must make
an appointment to see a
counselor before registering
by mail. The difference bet-
ween the postcards is how the
counselors keep tabs on the
students and make sure that
those who need assistance
from counselors get it.

along with a schedule of
classes. Registration is taken
by postmark on the return
envelope with students served
on a “first come, first served”
basis.

Whether - the students are
freshmen, sophomores or just
taking a class for leisure, they
are registered according to
how fast they return the
materials.

Mail registration began last
winter term, and Dann said he
expects 60 per cent of the
nearly 7,000 fail students to
register by mail. If that figure
Lolds, those students who
decide to register late just
prior to when classes start
won't have long lines to wait in
either.

If students don't get the
classes they wanted, they are
either given their second
choices or go through the drop
and add process once the
classes begin.

Among the benefits of the

ess is that students on
work-study can work during
registration in midterm in-
stead of just at the beginning
of classes.

Soldan said that women
from Farmington also work on
the registration process,
giving them an opportunity to
become acquainted with the
campus and students.

Are Parents ‘Dumb’

To Smoke And Drink?

Q. Wouldn't you call parents
“dumb" for smoking and
drinking when alcohol can kil§
them?

B.C., Livenia

A. We are here to provide
information and facts con-
cerning use of various drugs,
not to decide if parents or
youth are “dumb.” Some facts
for your consideration are:

CIGARETTES: The report
of the advisory committee of
the surgeon general of the U.S.
Public  Health  Service
reveals:

1)Cigarette smoking causes
lung cancer. Male smokers
develop lung cancer nine to 10

. times oftener than non-

smokers. The risk for heavy
smokers is 20 times that for
non-smokers. The data for
women point in the same
direction.

2) The relationship of pipe-
smoking to the developiaent of
cancer of the lip seems to be
established.

3) Cigarette smoking is a
significant factor in cancer of
the larynx in the male.

4) The death rate for men
‘who smoke a pack or more a
day is 90 per cent higher than
for the non-smoker.

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ALCOHOL: Here are some
facts supplied by the Greater
Detroit Council
Alcoholism:

1) There are 6% million
alcoholics in the United States
today. One of every 18
beginning drinkers  will
eventually  suffer
alcoholism.

2) Aleoholics have a 450 per
cent greater chance of dying
in an automobile accident
than non-alcoholics.

3) The suicide rate of un-
treated alcoholics is 58 times
that of non-alcoholics.
Alcoholism now rates as the
second largest cause of
suicide in the United States
today.

The most important thing
for young people to remember
is that use of these drugs is no
excuse for young people to
make the same mistake. One
of the few good things to come
out of drug abuse problem is
an opportunity to highlight the
attitudes of the older
generation and to point out the
need for re-evaluation of their
use of drugs.

Q. I'm a teenager with a
pair of alcoholic parents. They
fight all the time — violently. T
have a younger brother and I
don’t want him to have to live
with this the way I have. Is
there anything I can do?

A.L..Westland

A. There is no easy answer
to this. However, there are
some positive actions you can
take.

1) Get connected with AA
(Alcoholics  Anonymous).
They can give you some
guidelines and can tell you

from*

what services they offer. The
next time one of your parents
“crashes” and vows to do
“anything” to stop, you will
have something positive and
immediate to offer through
AA.

2) Through AA, get con-
nected to Teen-Alanon. These
are people with the same
problems you have and to
whom you can talk openly.
These other victims of alcohol
“fallout™ can give you some
practical ideas on how to cope
with things.

3) Remember that you do
have some legal rights. For
information, call your District
Court. The matter of violence
or threats of violence to you
and your brother are the most
obvious areas of concern. The
court is not perhaps the best
portal of entry into AA, but
don't discount this last
alternative.
