WCCC Benefits,
3 Schools Lose

Redford Township and
Wayne-Westland schools will
lose a total of $192,000 from
their county allocation to
Wayne County Community

College this year.
Since voters have
repeatedly refused to approve

millage for the college, Wayne
County is deducting one -
quarter mill from the county
allocation to each of the local
school districts within the
WCCC district to support the
college.

Translated into dollars and
cents, the one - quarter mill
means a loss of $35,000 to
Redford Union, $67,000 to
South Redford and $90,360 to
Wayne - Westland.

Detroit ‘schools were har-
dest hit by the tax allocation
board decision since they will
lose $1.5 million.

Other school districts in

from 6.9 to 6.65 this year while
Wayne - Westland was cut
back from 8.9 t0 8.65 mills this

ear.

South Redford Supt. Joseph
Rzepka said district officials
went before the tax allocation
board to argue against the cut
but the board went ahead and
voted to deduct the quarter
mill.

“f don't like to see the local
school district lose anything,”
he said.

Rzepka said the allocation
to WCCC was “arbitrarily
handled by the Legislature to
pay for the college after the
people voted it down several
times.”

Redford Union Supt. Paul
Shoemaker agreed, saying the
action bypasses the voters
who have voted down millage
requests for the college.

“We don’t begrudge them
the money,” Somers said:
“We'll have to tighten our
belts and share with them a
little bit.

“I'd much rather see it this
way than have residents pay
an additional millage.” .

'WCCC uses school buildings
throughout the district for
classes since it hasn't funds to
build a campus. The collegé
has a total operating budget of
$8.3 million for next year
including the money gar-
nished from local schaol
district funds.

One reason the financing
was shifted from the general
fund of Wayne County to the
school districts was to avoid
taxing some Wayne County
residents for two community
colleges.

RESIDENTS in the Livon
Clarenceville, Garden City
and Plymouth school districts
pay 177 mills to support
Schoolcraft. Each of these
school districts will receive
the full 8.9 mill allocation from
the college.

Both Redford Union and
South Redford were cut back

citing the decision last
summer that the schools had
to provide students with
whatever materials and books
they needed in school.

The $35,000 loss to the
district will be spread out over
various budget areas, he said.

Ron Somers, public
relations director in Wayne -
Westland, said the $90,360 loss
is relatively insignificant to
their $28 million budget.
