Parents Anonymous, which
has been in operation in the
Detroit area for only six
months, is a self - help group
for parents who abuse their
children either verbally,
physically or sexually and
who want to stop the abuse.

THE WORKSHOP will
begin at 8:15 p.m., Friday,
with a talk on *Problems of
American Parents” by Dr.
Marilyn Hines. This will be
followed by a panel composed
of PA members.

Saturday’s sessions will
begin at 10 am. with a
welcome address by Ed Wolz,
chairman of the board. At
10:30 am., there will be
dialogues in which small
groups will be formed and
workshop participants will
have an opportunity to
freely with PA members.

At 1 p.an., there will be
workshop sessions on *“When
to Call Protective Service,”
“How to Help in a Crisis’, and
“Disciplining Your Child.”

Creative solutions for all
kinds of problems will be the

Present of
Parents Anonymous meet
together weekly to discuss
their progress. They learn to
recognize when they are about
to lose control of themselves
and, instead of lashing out at
the child, they call in another
member and talk out their
rage.

They have found that
abusive parents were usually
themselves abused. But they
seldom  recognize  the
relationship between having
been abused and abusing. As
they talk about themselves,
they see the real reasons they
lash out at the child.

HERE ARE some exam-
ples:

Ruth was orphaned at six. A
relative who cared for her
made ber work all the time
and constantly criticized her.
When Ruth became a mother,
she was an excellent
housekeeper. But when her
daughter made 2 mess or even

Betty had an abusive
husband. After his sudden
death, she started beating the
daughter who looks like him.
In PA she is admiiting the
intensity of her hatred for the
dead husband. And she Is

would yell at her so as to
terrify the child.

In PA Ruth learned that she
was trying to buy love with a
spotless house - and that this
would never work. When she
stopped yelling and started
giving attention to her
daughter, she found that the
daughter had a lot of love to
give her back. Ruth still needs
PA to keep telling her not to
feel guilty for sitting down and

ginning to see her daughter
as a person different from the
father.

Grace quitschool at 15 to get
married. She is very bright,
burt feels she’s not as good as
other people because she
didn't finish school. She was
beating her son daily with a
belt, so mother and son spent
all their time in conflict. In
PA, she was reassured that
she could stop beating him.
She stopped and now she is

working at believing in her-
self.

PELLA AND RAY are nice,
quiet-spoken people who never
hurt another person’s feelings.
Yet they would lose patience
with their children at certain
times and hit them harder
than they should. Through PA,
they realized that the times
they lost patience with the
children they were really
angry with each other. They
began talking to each other
about their anger and stopped
hitting the children.

PA is now starting more
chapters so more parents can
be helped.
