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Better ‘Ridge’ Identification
Becomes ‘Personal Crusade’

Dr. S. James Manilla is
waging his own personal
campaign to get signs on the I-
696 expressway marking the
Orchard Ridge campus of
Qakland Community College.

Manilla, who is provost of
the Farmington campus,
began the campaign more
than two years ago after
visitors began complaining
that the campus wasn't
identified on the expressway
even though it runs along the

northern boundary of the
campus.

For example, a person
driving west on the ex-
pressway should get off at the
Farmington Orchard Lake
exit, but if he misses it he will
have to drive to Novi before
circling back.

“I'VE KIND OF taken it on
as a persenal crusade with the
State Highway Department
and, if necessary, the State
Legislature,” he said.

William McNaughton, biolo-

But many of Orchard
Ridge’s students are from
Detroit and outside the
Farmington area, Manilla
said. He also has an im-
pressive list of visitors who
have come to observe the
college’s education program.

“We sponsor numerous
conferences, ~_ convocations,
civic and cultural events
attended by both Michigan
and out - of state residents,”
Manilla added in a letter to
State Rep. James Defebaugh
(R-Birmingham), asking for
his support.

Defebaugh and  Rep.
wiltiam Hayward (R - Royal
0ak) have agreed to sponsor
legislation changing the High-
way Department's eriteria if
that becomes necessary,
Manilla said..
