MICHIGAN FOREST
POLICY INDORSED
BY U. S. OFFICIALS.

LANSING, Mich.—Be sure you are
right, then go ahead.

This is the policy that State Land
Commissioner ‘A. C. Carton believes
in, and in order to determine whether
the policy of the public domain com-
mission, of which he is secrétary, was
right relative to the state forests,
Commissioner Carton some months
ago wrote the following letters to the,
United States forest service at Wash-
ington:

) “We would like to have you look
into what we are doing on the state
forest lands and tell us whether or not
we are on the right track. If we are,
we want to go ahead, and if not we
want the benefit of the criticism of
-the forest service, based on -their ex-
perience.”

In compliance with this request,
Charles aran r, assistant distriet
forester, was dispatched to’ Michigan
to make the necessary investigation,
and he has forwarded a copy of his
report to Commissioner Carton, in
which the Michigan plan is not only
indorsed, but in some sections of the
articular stress is laid on the

good features of the
Y being carried out by the
public domain tommission.

Mr. Granger does take a whaek at

the system of fire protection for the
forests of the state by saying that
he i¢ convinced the fire protective or-
ganization of Michigan could
greatly strengthencd by locating the
responsibility for all the state work
in one place. At present the public
domain _ commission and the state
game, fish and forestry wardens' de-
partments have about equal powers,
assisted by private individuals, and
Granger says one staté department
only should have control. More ad-
vertising or how to prevent forest
fires is also advocated. .
