Auffenberg Put in Cell to Save
Archduke.

Austrlan Commander Sent to Prison
by Emperor to Prevent Expose of
Disaster In Serbla—Blamcd
Frederick.

Venice, Italy.—The story of the fall
of Gen. Baron Auffenberg from his
position as commander of cne of the
most powerful of the Austro-Huo-
garlan armfes to an Inéommunicado
cell Ip an unnamed prison is one of
the most closely guarded secrets in
Vienna. Austrlan newspapers are not
ailowed even to mention his name and
inquirers in the Hungarlan house of
deputies have been advised to let the
matter drop.

From information which has just
teached Venice it appears that the
general was summarlly arrested as
he was about to leave for Switzerland
and has not been allowed to commun!-
cate even with bis family or lawyers.
His objeet in going to Switzerlind was
the publication of a volume of me-
molrs, in which he hoped to establish
bis Innocence of mismanaging the
Austrian campalgn against Serbia by
putting the blame upon the shoul-
ders of the commander in chief, the
Archduke Frederick.

The following explanation of Gen-
eral Auffenberg’s rise and fall comes
from personal friends of the general.
It s in general agrecment with such
facts of the case as have been pre-
viously established:

“General Auffenberg, as & former
minister of war and one of the great
soldiers of the empire. was placed in
command of the armies which under-
took the invasion of Serbia nt the
beginning of the war. This invasion
ended disastrously. The Austrlans
were defeated with tremendous losses
end retired across the frontier in dis-
order., ‘There waa a hasty lnvestiga-
tion in Vienna and the Investigators
reported that General Auffenberg was
mainly responsible, owing to his gross
mistakes of strategy in planning and
carryiog out his offense. They rec-
ommended that he be suspended from
his command.

“But it seemed unwise to the mili-
tary powers to draw public attentlon
to the extent of the disaster {n Serbla,
50 It was decided that Auffenberg's re-
tirement be' attributed to {ll health
brought on by the strenuous exertions
of the campaign, and that the title of
baron should be conferred on him to
support the Impression that after all
nothing really serious had bappened
to-the Austrlan forces in Serbia. The
new baron was ordered home and
placed on the retired Jist among ‘offi-
cers at the disposition of the emperor
for tuture milltary service.

“The general came home mystified
and began & quiet investigation of the
situation. As soon as he found out
that he was blamed for the failure of
the Serblan campaign he demanded
that his side of the story should be
heard. He received no enconragement
in official circles, but it became gen:
erally known among miiltary meo that
he planped to re-establish- his own
reputation by showing that the blame
for the failure must be attributed to
the Archduke Fréderlck.

“In one case, for example, the gen.
eral declared to a group of military
men: ‘1 will not be made the scape
goat for an archdake who qught never
to have been intrusted with the su-
preme command of the imperial
forces, but who ought rather to have
been locked up in bie palace in Vienns
to prevent his meddlipg in the conduct
of the war.’

“This remark, with others of sim-
flar nature, reached the ears of the
archduke, whose Influence. was exer-
cised to bring about the downtall of
the géneral. The climax came when
Auftanberg  asserted that, having

falled to obtaln a hearing in official
clrcles, he would prove his own izno-
cence and the archduke's blameworth-
ness by writing a book on the wor ane
having it published In Switzerland.
“To prevent his, flight into Switzer-
land and the publication of the threat-
ened book, Emperor Francls Joseph
himselt stepped o and ordered him
arrested 2nd maced In solitary confine-
ment unti} the end of the war. He
was committed to prison by lmperial
order. without the semblance of a
tria) or nvestigation, and was not 2l
lowed to communieate with the out-
sidé world Questions addressed to
the government in the Hungarian
house of deputies were answered with
the statement that the government
could not iat this time deal with &
purely military matter in parliament.”

British Draadniught Drives Turk-
ish Cruiser From Strait.

Salves of Monstér Shells Sweep High
Over Rldges of Gallipoll at
Dardanelles—Aviator
Directs the Fire,

By LOUIS EDGAR BROWNE,
(Correspondent of tho Chicago News.)
Mudrcs, Allles’ Near Eastern Base.—
The Queen Elizabeth and the Goeben
have been engaged in battle with each
other. The great British dreadnaught,
the most powerful battleship afloat, at-
tacked the Goeben under most ex-
traordinary conditions. Although the
Queed Elizabeth fired salvos of glgan-
tic highly explosive projectiles, the

Goeben escaped unhit.

Since the allles’ forces landed at the
Dardanelles late in April the German-
Turkish battle cruiser has serlously
hampered the advance toward thelr
goal—Constantinople. It has suppos-
edly a base at Chardak, an’ ausiliary
naval port, on Gallipoli stralt, 25
miles above the narrows. Nearly ev-
ery day the Goeben has taken a posi-
tion between Maitos and Cape Nagara,
Just above the Narrows, and has sup-
ported with killing fire the Turkish
troops facing the Australian-New Zea-
land line.

Turkish engineers have established
aline of communication between posts
of observation snd signal stations
somewhere east of Meitos. Because
of these the fire control was made so
effective that, although the Goeben
was ffring over a ridge of mountalns,
its officers were quickly informed just
where each shell hit and what dem-
age it did to the enemy. So constant
became the fire of the German battle
cruiser and so seriously did it hin-
der the movements ‘of the allies that
1t was decided to attempt to destroy it
even at considerable cost.

The Queen Elizabéth was selected
tor the first chance.

A ridge of fairly high mountains
runs down the Gallipoli peninsula and
a battleship firing across it from the
Gult of Saros to a polnt above the
Narrows would be unable to see its
target. The Queen Ellzabeth could not
see the Goeben. An aeroplanc was
necded to observe the fall of projec-
tiles and to direct the fire. .

It was, somewhat after noon when
& big naval aeroplane mounted and
clrcled over the mountains. A maval
observer ocupied 8 seat beside the
pilot. |

The observer easlly found the Goe-
ben. The aeroplene salled back to the
