LESSON TEXT—Acts 1:I-

GOLDEN TEXT—When he ascended on
high, he led captivity captive, and gave
gifls unto men—Eph. 4:5.

More and more we are convinced
that the great trouble with Christians
{5 that the life of Jesus for them closes
with the gospels. We seem to fail to
comprehend that he fs living today as
much &nd even more than he was nine-
teen hundred years ago, The Book of
Acts 18 a continuation of the Gospels
(v. 1), and is yet a closed book. h

1. The Proof of the Resurrection, .
wv. 13, (1) Its reality. No better
proved event is recorded in history
than the resurrection (see I Cor. 15:4-
8); it stands absolutely unchallenged.
The all sufficient proof was that during
“forty days” his disciples had talked
with him concerning the kingdom.
Note, it was only. his disciples whko
beheld, his enemies uever saw him at-
ter Calvary. (2) Its burden. Just be-
fore his ascension Jesus (v. 2) gave bis
disciples definite instructions, com-
mandments (Matt. 28:19, 20, ete.) (a)
to tarry in Jerusalem, (b) to be clothed
with power, (¢) to go forth and to pro-
claim or herald his gospel. During
those Intervening days of waiting for
the endowment with power they alone
knew the gospel and mén were perish-
ing, which gives point to the necessity
of recclving the spirit before under:
taking the work ot witnessing.

I, The Promise of the Father, vv.
48.' Read carefully Joel 2:28, Isa.
44:3, and compare with Luke 24:49,
and also the words of the Baptizer,
Luke 3:16. (1) To reccive the Holy i
Spirit is an obligation upon all, they
were “charged not to depart from Je-
rusatem” (v. 4) (See also Eph. 5:18).
(b) The reception Is to be preceded
by repeatance for sin, though the con-
tession of sin and the acknowledgment
of Christ as Savior is only possible
through the spirit (1 Cor. 12:3). (&)

spiritual, it is not “temporal” nor of

the church. The gdom I8 a spirit
wal idea (Luke 17:¢1) and the vicere-
gent of that kingdom is e Holy

Spirit. The program of Jesvs is
“gpiritfilled men as witnesses” and
“beginning at Jerusalem,” This prom-
ise of Jesus (v. §) suggested to the
disciples the restoration of Isracl to
its place among the nations and in bis
reply he intimates that such is 2 pos-
sibility (see lsa. 1:25:27, Ezel. 36:2

Hosea. 3:4, 5, Joel 3:1
i-13), but in & most emph:
ner he tells them that of that hour
God hos reserved to himself the
knowledge (Malt. 24:36, Mark 3
When they wero to receive the
dom he daes not tell. but when they
should receive power he telis them
plainty, viz: when the spirit should
come upon them. & spirit is not
for mere happiness or gratification,
but comes upon us for usefulness (sea
4:812, 31, 33, 5:32, 9:17, 20) and that
beginning at heme, in Jerusalem,
then to the ends of the earth. A spir-
it-filled Christian or church is a good
home missionary and foreign evangel-
Ist as well.
