Anyone can demonstrate the pres-
sure of the atmosphere by the simplc
experiment which follows:

On the flat of an iron lay a thin
sheet of rubber—part of an old to--| 34
bacco pouch will do. Place a small,
thin 1id contdining some wadding
soaked in spirits of wine on the rub-
ber and ignite the spirits. Then
press a wineglass down tightly over
the flame.

When the flame dies out it will be
found that the two articles are firmly
united, and may be suspended by a
wire, and some time will elapse
before they separate. The expla-
nation is that the flame consumes
the oxygen in the glass and lowers
the pressure; when the greater pres-
sure of the atmosphere squcezes the
articles together.
