OPERATION ON A PEAR TREE

Roots Grafted and With Fresh Life
Brought to It Tree Returned to
1t8 Previous Record Crops.

The startling operations performed
upon human bodfes by advanced surgi-
cal methods find their counterpart in
tree surgery. How a pesr tres was
supplied with new roots after its own
had been destroyed is an example. The
disease which required the drastlc
treatment of removing the roots of a
well.grown pear Is “pear blight,” which
can be eradicated only by cutting
away all affected parts. So dangerous
is this tree disease that even the knife
which {8 used in cutting away the bark,

wood or roots must be sterilized after
each use, in order to prevent the con-
tagion from spreading to sound parts
of the tree.

Should the disease attack the roots,
a8 in the instance shown in the photo-
graph, it is necessary to supply nour-
ishment to the tree by grafting to the
trunk a number of healthy young
“guckers.” These are well rooted and
are set into the ground about the dis-
eased tree, while the upper ends ara
grafted upon the trunk, 80 as to carry
the sap from the ground by healthy
channels.—Popular Sclence Monthly.

MICE DAMAGE YOUNG TREES

Expert of Ohio College of Agriculture
Recommends Removal of All
Litter Around Trunks.

The damags to trees, particularly
young trees, from the gnawing of mlca
during the ‘winter time I8 very great.

an unusual abundance of fleld mlce.
When the snow thawed, the burrows
of mice could be scen extending in all
directions.

Many young trees planted in sod or
where manure or mulch came closely
around their bases, were complately
girdled by theso pests. As a precay-
tionary measure Protessor Paddock of
the Ohio College of Agriculture recom-
mends that litter of all kinds be re-
moved from around the trunks of
young trees, and that & six-inch mound
of earth be thrown about the trunks of
such trees. This protection of earth
also safeguards to a certain extent
against winter injury.

One does not want to go to the other
extreme, however, and remove all cov-
ering from the young tree roots. Rab-
bits are alwaya present and the poesi-
bility of injuries from them shouid also
be guarded against.

One of the ways to prevent rabbits
from guawing trees is to protect the
trunks with some form of tree protec-
tor. This may elther be a cylinder of
fine-meshed woven wire, or & strip of
wood veneer. In some nelghborhoods
it {3 the practice to wind the trunks of
treea with cloth.

COVERING FOR SMALL FRUITS
Any Strawy Manure, Chaff, Etc, Will
Provide Sufficlent Protection
for the Plants.

It is a common observation to sce
clover and other plants heaved on'
clayey land, by frosts. Small fruits are
among the plants affected by the al-
ternate freezing and thawing in the
spring. Nature usually prepares the
brambles and other small fruits for
this experience by throwing about
them leaves of trees apd other ma-
terial, but it often occurs through the
interference of man that thig practice
of nature {s frustrated and the plants
are exposed to the elements, Men,
however, can atone for his interven-
tion by giving the exposed plants &
substitute covering. Any strawy ma-
nure, chaff, leaves, etc., forked about
the plants will provide protection such
a8 nature intended them to have. The
samb covering will better insure the
plants against prolonged cold spells.

at verse . four, chapter
eight, we enter upon the second great
division of the Book of ths Acts. It
marks the beginning of preaching out-
side of Jerusalem and also the employ-
ment of lay-preackers.. The persecu-
tion of the Jerusalem church was
chiefly led by Paul.(v..3) and result
ed in a wider dissemination of the
good news (v 4.). Philip the deacon
went to Samaria where muititudes
heard and saw (vv. 5, 8) and where a
remarkable work of grace attended
his dealing with Simon Magnus, who
thought he could buy the gift of the
Holy Spirit bestowed by the aposties
(v. 924). The apostles rsturned to
Jerusalem (v. 23) leaving' Philip to
cantinue his great revival in Samarla.
1. Divine Preparation. ¥v. 26, 27 a.
The marvelous way God leads us;
ways we do not comprehend, to ac-
complish his great designs is nowhere
better illustrated than here. Philip's
work would seem to demand his undi-
vided and personal supervision, but
he exhibits his superfor wisdom by at
once obeying this new command
(Heb. 11:8). The Samg\ﬂﬁn road
joined the great Jerusalem hway
to Egypt in the midst of uncytivated
pasture land. Phillp carried! “seated
orders” and as he came to Gaza he
met this man from the region south
of Egypt, who was probably a Jewish
proselyte, baving "adopted their re-
ilgion, and was reterning from wor-
shiping at Jerusalem.

II. Diligent Study. v. 27-29. Philip
averheard this high official as he was
reading aloud from the prephecy by
fsaiah, probably .from the Greek
translation. The Spirit directed Phil-
ip to join himself to this evidently
honest inquirer, not because of his
wealth and position but because he
was a seeker after truth (John T:17,
Ps. 25:9). This statesman gives us &
most simple and practical {llustration
(v. 28 R. V.) of how to study the Bible
ind to improve the time occupied in
traveling. Both Luke, who wrote tho
Book of Acts, and Philip, the evangel-
Ist, seem to accept all of Isajah with-
sut reservation. This method of read-
ing study is the ome that will surely
secure for us revelations trom Ged.
111 Direct thstruction, v.30:35. We
1o not advocate {ndiscriminate assault
upon every passing stranger {n our
desire to do personal work. Philip
took each step as directed by the Holy
Spirlt. It we are attuned to the Spir-
it's “small voice" we will surely hear
this ‘““Go near” which will send us to
those whom we may win for Christ.
It s true that this pessage from the
prophet Isaiah {s somewhat obscuro
and, apart from Jesus of Nazareth, ir-
reconcilable. *“In his humiliation his
judgment (justice) was taken away'—
a fair trial not given; “his genera-
tlon who shall declare,” (Am. R. V.)
I. e, bis contemporaries who among
them conaldered that he was'cut off
out of the land ot the living (New
Cent. Bible). Prof. G. A. Smith has
declared that “mone but prejudiced
Jews have ever denled that this great
prophecy, known -&s the fitty-third of
Isatah, was fulfilled in Jesus of Naza-
reth, and achieved all of its details i
him alone.” Philip's question was a
pertinent one; good for this present
time, and the eunuch's reply was
much more frank thanr many pro-
fessed Christians of today would be
willing to admit. We have one who
is ready to gulde ever as God met
this ruler's need:(John 14;26; 16:13;
1 Jno. 2:27). The importance of un-
derstanding i8 grest (Matt. 13:19,
15:20, 24:15). The two portraits here
presented of the Messlah are seeming-
1y irreconcilable and are still a great
puzzle to the Jews. Prince of
Peace, desplsed and rejected; Suffer-
ing Savior, King eternal; there are
many such sceming paradoxes.

IV, Declared Falth. v. 26-40, The
eunuch had doubtléss seen the rite of
baptism in Jerugalem and at the first
opportunity he desired to make ‘pub-
He his new found! faith. Baptism Is
confession and a symbol (Rom. 6:1-
6) and jmmediately after the eunuch’s
declaration of faith (v. 37) Philip at
once administered tho rite, after
which, his work- being dene, Philip is
whisked away white the eunuch jour-
neyéd on “refolclng.”

These two men were total strangers,
yet ‘this wayside conversation gaing
one who must have heralded far the
Gospel as he witnessed along bis jour-
ney and in his home land.

Philip made Caesarea his home and
twenty years later met Paul in that
city (Acts 21:8). ~

Phillp worked without the machin-
ery:of an “organized movement” and
evidently without eny emphasis upon
the offering. -
