Only the other day tfe Governmeot
took actlon again, and authorized the
statement that no measures taken for
reeruitlidg the forces either have heen
or will bé applied to nny persons who
are pot brdinarily resident in the Do-,
minion, Nor is it the Intention to ask
for volunteers except from among Brit-
ish subjects, resident io Cannda. More-
over, the Military Service Act, under
which censcription is applied in Great
Britain, affects only persons “ordinar-
ily resident in Great Britain.”

Americans and British subjects Tesl-
dent in the United States who de-
sire to visit Canaga will find no more
trouble at the border than they Lave
experienced in the past, and upon ar-
riving they will be made us welcome
as ever.
