Slavin, who seems to thrive
on work, ends a 57 -"nighter
at the outstate track and
then shifts his activities to-
the 'Downs Monday to plan
the 47-night campaign that
goes to the end of the year.

Standardbred fans  will
have another opportumity to
see Kool King, the speedy
three - year- old trotting sen-
gation from the Stu Oldford
stable of Plymouth, in action
tonight at Hazel Park.

Kool King, which started
the year as a green trotter,
developed so fast during the
current meeting that Racing
Secretary Bill Connors final-.

ly moved it into the pre-
ferred class.

The youngster had a string
of six straight victories with
a better clocking in each. It
went against the best a week
ago and wound up in a dead
heat for third behind Sirloin.

Tonight, Kool King is in a
field of seven in the $3,000
feature and could record its
biggest win to date. That is,
if it can defeat such stars as
Sirloin, Dearborn Star, com-
ing back after sitting out
most of the year with an in-
jury suffered a year ago,
Mystic Boy, Rayalmas Boy,
OKs Doc and Penelopes Boy.

The program also features
a $5,800 handicap pace with
such fast ones as Shondo,
Campbell N, Mr. Big B, Won-
der Baron, Easy O, Happy
Mark and Mr. V.G.
