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Gasoline Crisis Hits F lorlda Vacation Plans

Reduced gasoline supplies,
the Sunday gas sales ban and
a 50-mile-per-hour maximum
speed limit could force more
than 110,000 Michiganians to
cancel planned winter vaca-
tion trips to Florida, accord-
ing to Autormobile Club of
Michigan.

“We had expected an esti-
mated 740,000 state residents
to travel to the ‘Sunshine
State’ this winter, a 10 per
cent increase over last win-
Auto Club'  Touring
Manager  Joseph  Ratke
points out. “Due to-the sev-
erity of the present
crisis, we feel at least 15 per
cent- of those persons will
change their minds,

“Persons driving to Flor-
ida will be forced to alter
their plans so as not to travel
Saturday night or Sunday
when gas stations are
closed,” explains Ratke, .

“The trip down also will
take motorists an average of
nine hours added driving-
time (from Detroit to
Miami) at the reduced speed
of 50 mph,” he says. “While
it took an average 24 hours
total driving time from Det-
roit to Miami at 70 mph, it
will take 33 hours at 50
mph.”

Ratke says that a normal
three-day driving trip from
Detroit to Miami, including
two overnight stays, now will
take four days.

“Travelers presently with-
out airline reservations to
Florida for the Christ-
mas-New Year’s holiday
probably will have to find al-
ternate ways to get there.”

Last spring, Auto Club ex-
perienced its heaviest de-
mand ever for Florida travel
routings with requests up 45
per cent in April and May.

“Since June - when fuel
shortage scares developed
- requests have increased
less than two per cent,” he
states.

Michiganfans visiting Flor-
ida this winter will find Walt
Disney World, near Orlando,
Florida’s biggest entertain-
ment draw. However, new
and expanded attractions

have sprouted in all sections
of the state.

Florida is scheduled to open
in December on 125 acres
near Orlando.

Also near Orlando is a con-

crete and steel structure’

- resembling a large circus
tent - opening this month as
a preview center for the
mammoth $50 million Ring-
ling Brothers and Barmun &
Bailey Circus World.

In the Space Coast area,
water craft vie with space
craft ‘when visitors board the
exact replica of Christopher
Columbus’ 1492 flagship, the
Santa Maria, which
dropped anchor on the Indian
River, near Titusville.

The Space Coast visitor
can hop aboard another' ves-
sel, a converted World War
O PT boat that offers
two-hour cruises of the In-
dian River and Cape Ken-
nedy areas.

At Kissimmee, a new sta-
il o S pall

lanta (I-285) offers relief for
traffic in that area.

Since last year, 19 miles of
175 have opened in Ten-

This leaves a gap of
about 30 miles in Tennessee.

West Michigan motorists
will find Boute B the most
direct to Miami by taking
US3t from Michigan, con-
necting with 165 in In-
dianapolis, then 124 to Chat-
tanooga from Nashville ‘and
following 175 south from
there.

Although  this
route i3 55 miles and 90 min-
utes longer than Route’A, it
offers the most miles of
four-lane highway from Det-
roit to Miami. Tolls are $5.40.

In winter, the northern por-
tion of Route B, which bas
peactically no moantain driv-
Ing, usnaily is in better con-
dition than the other routes.
When weather is bad In the
Chattanooga-Atlanta  area,
ddvlng south from Nashville

houses the SST, America’s
supersonic aireraft. The SST,
never completed for lack of
funds, will be the focal point
of a display on aviation, 40
miles from the Kennedy
Space Center.

Among other new attrac-
tions are scenic boat cruises
in the Tampa-St. Petersburg
area, a zoological park in
Sanford (near Orlando), a
museum of old dolls and toys
in Winter Haven plus major
refurbishing projects at Tam-
pa’s Busch Gardens and
Cypress Gardens.

“The . seemingly endless
line-up of similar attractions
across Florida is.a major
reason why motorists should
select the best routes to and
from destination to conserve
travel time and fuel,” Ratke
suggests.

Auto Club’s accompanying
map shows the four easiest
and safest routes to Florida,
one including a partial alter-
nate. The routes are labeled
A, B, CandD.

In terms of miles traveled,
Route A, along J-75 through
Cincinnatl, Knoxville and
around Atlanta is the short-
est year-round route for East
and Southeast Michigan mo-
torists. It Is 1,406 miles long
with 1,33 miles of
four-lane-highway, 23 miles
more than last yesr‘ Tolls
are $4.80 to Mi

The route has nnly about 50

ton, Ga., and connecting with
) & (Ronte B-1 on the map)
provides a good alternative,

Longest of the routes is C
at 1,600 miles, 13 miles less
than last year due to an al-
tering of the route. Divided
highway Is 1,227 miles, two
miles less than last year.
Tolls are $8.30. Motorists
should check winter road
conditions in Ohio and Penn-
sylvania before using this
route.

Route D is recommended
for spring, summer and fall
travel. In winter, snow and
ice conditions in West Vir-
ginia .and North Carolina
may make roads hazardous.
‘This is the most scenic route.
The mileage is 1490 with
1,127 of it freeway, 36 miles
more than last year. Tolls
are $5.85.
