So there was littie surprise ex-
pressed in other cities of the
world when the news “The Porte
has talien,” was fiashed over the
wires. The end of despotism in
Turkey was in sight, dlplomats nt
Washington said.

The. following day came the official bulietin
from the head of the chureh announcing that
the ruler had been unseated, his office turned
over to hls brother and making grave charges
agalnst Abdul Hamid, now an old man.

“It 1s the will ot Allah” sighed the oid
man, his shonlders secmning evea more stooped
after the strenuoug events of twa days.

Carassa Effendi. & wember of the deputation
from the national assembly, whick conveyed
the fetva (announcement) to the Vildiz palace,
1¢ils a graphic story of the dramatic scene
which closed six centuries’ domination of the
boundless pawer of the Padishahs. When the
deputation arrived at the palace the scene was
one of utter desolation. The investing army
had cut off the water, gas and electric sup-
plies and had stopped the ingress of food, so
that all the palace offclals already were suf-
fering from hunger and panic

While waiting to be introduced to the sul-
tan the members of the deputation carefully
examined thelr bolsters and pistols. and, ac
cording to Carassa, had Abdul Hamid shown
an armed hand he would have been shot on
the spot. After much delay the unwelcome

visltars, surrounded by 20 biack eunuchs, wers |

ushered fnto the sultan's apartment, whers
stood the sultan’s sow, Prince Abdur Rahim,
Presently the sultan entered in a bewildered
manner. He was dressed somewhat negligent-
Iy, as though his clothes had been hastily

donned, in cisilian attire, His arms bung at
his aides and his bands trembled. .
. After a silent salutd Essad Pagha pro

nounced In slow tones the decree of deposition,
at which the sultan ‘shuddered. .

There was a palnful siience, followed by
an equally painful colloquy. lasting a quarter
of &n hour. Abdul Hamid appealed for.his
life and for the llves of his family. He pro-
tested his devotion to the people and his 'n-
moctence n recent events.

‘The youthfut prince burst into tears, and
atter valn efforts to restrain his feclings, re-
tired behind a screem, where he broke into
bitter gobs. For a moment tears trembled {n

the sultan's eyes. ' Then be supplicated the'

soldfers Ju attendanceto swear that they would
not take his life. The deputation brought the
interview to 4 close and Abdul Hamid humbly
saluted them as they departed. v
